SPARKLING POINTE, BRUT, NORTH FORK OF LONG ISLAND 2014................................................................... $60
This lovely bubbly made in the traditional method of  Champagne comes from 40 sustainably farmed acres on our 
very own North Fork. Using the three classic grapes of  Champagne (Chardonnay, Pinot Noir & Pinot Meunieur), 
winemaker Gilles Martin sculpts an exceptional wine, reflecting the warmth of  the vintage while retaining its finesse. 
Aromas of  white peaches, golden and red apples, tangerines, orange blossoms and meadow flowers with hints of  
brioche greet in the nose and echo on the palate. There’s ample concentration and length, a fine delicate effervescence, 
and a mouthwatering mineral driven finish.     #718

DONNACHIARA, “BENEVENTANO,” FALANGHINA, CAMPANIA, ITALY 2016..............$12/glass....$45/bottle
Falanghina is one of  the world’s oldest known wine grapes, cultivated in the hills of  Campania north of  Naples for 
over 2,000 years. This lovely wine, with its intense straw-yellow color, charms the senses with vivid pear, candied 
citrus, apricot, golden apple and floral aromas and flavors. In the mouth it is fresh and tangy, medium-bodied with a 
mouthwatering dry finish. A great example of  one of  Italy’s “other whites,” this is a wine of  character and a pleasure

TOLAINI, “AL PASO,” TUSCANY 2014...................................................................................................................................$60
This is a Super Tuscan that truly lives up to the name. A blend of  Sangiovese and Merlot, the nose greets with a 
richness and concentration that matches the deep hue in the glass. Aromas of  dark fruits and wood echo on the palate, 
with notes of  dark plums, cherries, anise, fresh herbs and damp earth. A bit of  air softens the tannins on the finish, 
but this is still a big wine and an excellent value.     #236     

PAUL JABOULET AÎNÉ, “DOMAINE DE THALABERT,”
CROZES-HERMITAGE 2015................................................................................................................$25/glass    $100/bottle 
The first vineyard owned by Paul Jaboulet in 1834 also holds the distinction as the oldest in the appellation. 
Biodynamically farmed, the 60-80 year old vines produce a wine with an impressive deep violet appearance in the 
glass and a bouquet of  savory dark fruits, black olives and damp earth. Full bodied with a rich, layered texture, the 
aromas echo on the palate with waves of  dark cherries, blueberries, anise, black pepper, dried flowers and crushed 
stones. The finish is long with fine, stately tannins bringing the festivities to a satisfying close.     #484
